’Ihe Ninth Asociacién Dermatolégica del Caribe Con-
greso Internacional (Dermocaribe) was an extraordi-
nary event held September 2-5, 2015 in Cartagena. This
important meeting was adroitly led by Ninth Congress
President Gonzalo Marrugo Guardo and Dermocaribe
President Antonio Jaller Raad (figure 1). The dazzling
Caribbean coast of Colombia, including the host metrop-
olis of Cartagena with its colonial architectural charm,
provided a perfect setting,.

Internationally notable featured speakers from many
countries participated (figures 2-4), including Reynaldo
Arosemena Sarkissian (Panama City, Panama), Débora
Amad (Buenos Aires), Julio Barba Gémez (Guadalajara,
México), Luna Azulay (Rio de Janeiro), David Azulay
(Rio de Janeiro), Christian Diehl (Cérdoba, Argentina),
Elda Giansante (Caracas), Antonio Guzmdn Fawcett
(Asuncién, Paraguay), Carlos Fernando Gatti (Buenos

dignitaries included incoming congress president Adolfo
del Cristo Gémez Agimez (Monteria), Elia Roo (Ma-
drid), Jerry Shapiro (Vancouver, British Columbia), Juan
Guillermo Chalela (Bogotd), Francisco Camacho Chaljub
(Cartagena), Rafael Fallabella Falabella (Cali), Alvaro
Correa Sanchez (Barranquilla), Alfonso Navarro César
(Cartagena), and Edgar Olmos Olmos (Bogot4).

The scientific program was exemplary, with three days
full of presentations of lofty educational value (figures 5).
The honor of delivering Master Lectures (Conferencias
Magistrales) was awarded to Jerry Shapiro, Luna Azulay,
Babar Rao, and Robert A. Schwartz. Luna Azulay articu-
lated modern uses of phototherapy. Jay Shapiro enlight-

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ened colleagues on the challenges in treating scarring al-
opecia and other forms of hair loss. Barbar Rao imparted
diagnostic clues in dermatopathology. Robert A. Schwartz
extolled the virtues of HPV vaccination. Christian Dichl
eruditely focused on the latest advances in the manage-
ment of rosacea. Jorge Ocampo Candiani delineated
surgical treatments for neck rejuvenation. Edgar Olmos
Olmos highlighted pemphigus treatment. Elda Giansante
provided therapeutic pearls. Rafael Fallabella evinced a
timely update of therapies for pigmentary disorders. Da-
vid Azulay stressed bacterial resistance in skin infections.
Julio Barba Gémez demonstrated the value of skin peel-
ing and liposuction techniques. Antonio Guzman Faw-
cett promulgated local anesthesic techniques in surgical
dermatology. Juan Guillermo Chalela illuminated psoria-
sis as a systemic disease. Carlos Fernando Gatti discussed
psoriasis in children. Ricardo Pérez Alfonzo enumerated
therapeutic options for cutaneous lupus erythematosus.
Juan Carlos Diez de Medina detailed key points in the
diagnosis of vasculitis.

Colombian dermatologic dynasties were evident too
(figures 6, 7). Dermocaribe President Antonio Jaller
Raad’s son José Antonio Jaller recently completed medi-
cal school at the Universidad del Norte in Barranquilla.
In a tradition established by Dermocaribe Congress Pres-
ident Gonzalo Marrugo’s eminent dermatologist father,
